We have therefore decided to include recipes
in The Grower from time to time. During the summer months we have a great
variety of soft fruits and delicious vegetables grown on our plots. We invite you to
share your culinary delights with other growers.

CAULIFLOWER AND
POTATO BAKE

450g (1ib) potatoes thinly sliced.
Salt and pepper.

1 small cauliflower, broken into
florels.

1garlic clove, skinned and crushed.
Finch of nutmeg.

150ml (51 oz) fresh single cream.
50g (20z) Cheddar cheese — grafed.

Boil the potatoes for five minutes
— drain well. Layer the potatoes
and cauliflower in a light, buttered
1.1 litre (2pt) ovenproof dish. Stir the
garlic and nutmeg into the cream
and pour over the potatoes and
cauliflower. Sprinkle the cheese,
cover and bake in a moderate oven:
gas 4, 350 for 45/50 minutes until
the vegetables are tender. Uncover,
place under grill, lightly brown.
Serve at once.

* The chemical does not harm persons, animals or birds, nor
encroaches upon neighbouring property, public footpaths or the public

highway;

« All chemical containers must be stored safely and securely while on

the Town Council's property,

+ Chemical containers must not be dumped at the allotments.
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
